                     MINUTES OF ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING 2024
HELD 7.30PM WEDNESDAY 27 NOVEMBER 2024 
-remotely by Zoom videolink

1. The president, Tony Shepherd, welcomed members to the Meeting.

2. Attendance:
a. Apologies were received from Felicity Frederico
b. It was noted by the Secretary, Tony Shepherd, that there were 44 members in attendance and 30 proxies, thus the quorum requirement of 30 members was exceeded and the meeting could proceed.
3. Minutes of the previous AGM held on 22 November 2023 were confirmed. Moved: Hamish Hughes; seconded: Jonathan Nightingale. Carried.

4. An Annual Report for the 2023/2024 year was presented by the President which outlined activities and issues engaged in by the Association. Some of the points included were:
a. Membership had increased significantly there are now 751 members.
b. The Committee had worked extensively on developing the concept of the Hampton Hub and trying to gain Council commitment to it.
The Committee consulted with many stakeholders and developed a vision for the Hampton Hub. This document was circulated to members and 85% supported the proposal. The Committee then consulted with all Councillors on the HNA proposal for the Hub.
The HNA Committee spoke against the April Council motion which, although it supported the Hub, still included sale of Council land, leasing models and private public partnerships in the options for funding.

HNA believes that Council funds including funds from the Open Space levy should be allocated to the Hub and that Council should retain ownership and control of the ‘Cabin’ carpark on Willis Street.

HNA will continue to advocate for a Hampton Hub which improves services and amenity and which does not result in the sale of Council land.
c. HNA helped achieve better outcomes for residents in several developments.
· Residents, HNA and Developer (Sprye Group) worked together to get a positive outcome for the 4 &28 Thomas St and 36 - 38 Deakin St North development. Jonathan Nightingale played a major role in obtaining a end result that was better than the requirements of the Bayside Planning Scheme.
· Jonathan Nightingale also assisted residents near the 8-10 Ocean St development. The Development was compliant with Bayside Guidelines, but by working with the developer, some improvements were achieved.
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5. The Financial Report was presented by the Treasurer, Judy Bissland, who confirmed that a financial statement was not required the association did not have any income. Fees were not levied in accordance with the motion passed at the 2022 AGM.
Acceptance of the financial report was moved by Jonathan Nightingale; seconded Hamish Hughes Carried.
a. The Treasurer, Judy Bissland drew to the meeting’s attention that although there was no income, there were expenses, such as the mailchimp subscription and printing flyers. Until now, Committee members have been covering these costs, and the Committee was considering requesting donations from members.
Several members present said they would gladly donate and felt the Committee should not be required to cover the costs.
6. A motion to continue to not levy annual subscription fees for the 2023/2024 financial year and future years was presented.
Moved: Judy Bissland, seconded Jonathan Nightingale. Carried.
7. Election of Office-Bearers and General Committee Members

A motion was moved to increase the Committee membership to up to 12 members, with up to 8 ordinary members and 4 office-bearers.
The Committee needs to be expanded to remain viable. Members were urged to consider nominating for Committee and invited to contact existing Committee members to discuss this, or email hna@community.org.au
Moved: Judy Bissland, Seconded Hamish Hughes. Carried 
All positions were then declared vacant.
Nominations had been received for the following Office Bearers:
President – Hamish Hughes. Moved Jonathan Nightingale., seconded Judy Bissland. 
Vice President – Simon Gipson. Moved John Dulfer, seconded Hamish Hughes.
Treasurer - Gino DeBiase. Moved Judy Bissland, seconded Jonathan Nightingale 
Secretary – Judy Bissland. Moved Tony Shepherd, seconded Simon Gipson.
In addition, nominations had been received for the following member as general Committee Members:
Michael Daly – Moved Hamish Hughes, seconded John Dulfer
John Dulfer – Moved Jonathan Nightingale, seconded Michael Daly
Jonathan Nightingale – Moved Judy Bissland, seconded Hamish Hughes
All the above Committee members were elected unopposed.
The new Chairperson, Hamish Hughes, then took the chair, commenting that he had very big shoes to fill in taking over after Tony. He said that HNA would again focus on the Hampton Hub, seeking Council support for this initiative which was first proposed in 2013..


8. Vote of thanks

Judy Bissland moved and other Committee members seconded a motion of thanks to Tony Shepherd for his outstanding contribution as both President and Secretary and his work in liaising with Councillors. Carried unanimously.

9. General Business
The wide range of topics were raised and discussed in general business.
a. The development at 427 – 461 Hampton Street is nearly complete and we believe they are currently marketing to attract occupants.

b. The Alicia St development: HNA’s support for this development was based on their analysis, showing that it complied with Planning Guidelines.   HNA has gained Council’s respect by being an ‘honest broker’, fighting developments which don’t comply, negotiating with developers to gain concessions that are even better than required by the guidelines, and supporting developments which meet the guidelines.

c. The State Government’s draft proposals for changing the building heights in ‘Activity Centres’ are very concerning for Hampton and many other suburbs.  The HNA hopes to work closely both with members and Council in responding to the consultation period.  HNA will keep members informed about what actions need to be taken to provide input to the State Government.

d. A great many members thanked Tony for the major role he has played over a large number of years.

e. Many members also thanked all the HNA committee for their continuing work and added that they would be very willing to donate so that HNA costs don’t need to be covered by the HNA Committee.
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
